" LAND OF THE GIANTS

Land of the Giants, Allen's fourth series, starts with
people never heard from again. In the year 1983, the Spin-
drift is on a suborbital flight to London when it passes
through an electrical storm and enters a strange white
cloud. Its seven passengers never reach London, emerg-
ing instead, like Lemuel Gulliver in Brobdingnag, in a
world identical to the one they left except for one thing: its
scale is twelve times larger. The passengers and crew,
played by Gary Conway, Don Marshall, Don Matheson,
Heather Young, Deanna Lund, Kurt Kasznar and Stefan
Arngrim, find themselves menaced by cats, terrorized by
insects, imprisoned in a doll's house, strapped down and
rendered helpless by cellophane tape and practically
skewered by a paper clip.

The biggest thing about the show may have been its
budget. At a cost of over $250,000 per episode, it was the
most expensive series in TV history at the time. Producer
Allen could have boasted that his ship was called the
Spendthrift. The many technical problems involved in
creating props like a slice of bread made from a four-foot
slab of sponge rubber, a six-foot pencil and a nine-foot
revolver were brilliantly, but expensively, solved. Also,
many optical and photographic tricks enlivened an
otherwise dull show.
